Block Analysis Instructions

Procedure

1
Download and save the forms to your computer. 

2
Complete one copy of the Grower Information Form and save as “YOURNAME”.DOC. 

3
Complete the Block Analysis form, one row for each block that you wish to have analysed, and save this as “YOURNAMEBLOCKINFO”.DOC. 

4
Email your completed data entry forms to deanna@hortwatch.com. 

5
We will complete your block analysis assessments, and email you the results.

Defining Your Blocks

“Block” refers to an area planted in a single variety on a property.  

If you have a particular variety planted in several plots throughout a property, you may choose to group these together and analyse them as a single block.  However, if the plots vary significantly in behaviour or growing system, it will be more appropriate to analyse them individually. 

Completing the Forms

The forms are not complicated, and the following definitions will help to clarify the data required within each field. 

Grower Information Form

This is fairly self-explanatory, giving our company the ability to communicate with you as required. 

Block Analysis Form

This form captures all the specific information about the block.   All fields must be completed.

RPIN
The RPIN number of the property.  If RPIN number is not available, enter the name of your property.

Variety
Choose the variety name that most accurately describes the variety, eg, Galaxy is more specific than Royal Gala. 

Block Name
The unique name you give to the block of trees being studied. 

Year Planted
The year the block was planted or grafted over.

No of Trees
This is the number of trees in the block being studied. 

Planted Area
Enter planted area in ha.  To calculate planted area, use the following calculation: 


[tree no] x [rowspacing (metres)] x [tree spacing (metres)] / 10,000.

Gross TCE
Total volume harvested from the block in TCEs.  

Export TCE
Volume packed for export in TCEs. 

Local TCE
Volume packed for the local market in TCEs.  Does not include juice or process fruit. 

Fruit size
New Zealand
Average count size
